115.1 Apologies for absence.

115.2 Declarations of interest in agenda items.
115.7 Mr Hughes declared an interest as the light outside his house is not working. He signed the interests book.

115.8b Mr Jones declared an interest as he had been involved in discussions about the tree work concerned.

115.3 Minutes of the meeting held on November 20th 2018
Having been circulated they were taken as read. They were approved as a correct record and signed as such by Mr Jones.

115.4 Public comment and concern

 Mr Shave ,a newcomer to the village, remarked that the ‘welcome pack’ that he had received was a very good introduction to the parish but there could have been more publicity for the web-site.

Ms Harmer had had some feedback on the road works done last year between Bampton and Burnbanks and there was concern that cracks were appearing in places already.
115.5 EDC, CCC and LDNPA reports.

EDC councillor and LDNPA representative were not present.

CCC – Mr Hughes reported that the extension of the 30mph limit towards Askham was under discussion.

The Helton to Askham road closure in January had not been advertised in good time and was not well signed because of time constraints around Christmas.

Highways were aware of problems relating to the Bampton to Burnbanks road works. They had not been well done and some complaints had been received. The contractors had only been allowed to do work related to storm damage.

LDNPA – Mr MacInnes had spoken to the Clerk about the new online only planning application consultation for parishes and she reported her feelings. There was some discussion about planning in general and the lack of feedback on applications and comments received.

Payments were approved except EDC invoice which was queried. Councillors were unsure what it referred to and investigations were to be made to clarify the situation. 
The cheques approved were signed by Mr Bruin and Ms Harmer.

The precept request had been sent to EDC. The Clerk reported that the effect of the precept on Council Tax for a Band D property would be an increase of 9.44 (2017/18 27.76, 2019/20 37.20)

115.7 Footway lighting.
Ms Harmer would investigate the maintenance of the unadopted lights and the responsibility for them in the future.

115.8 Planning.

a) 7/2018/3202 High Rough Hill

Change of use from agricultural building to a dwelling and alterations to a listed building.
After some discussion it was agreed that there were no objections to the plans and that it was good to bring buildings back into occupation. It would be asked, as a separate issue, whether local occupancy would be enforced.

b) T/2018/0179 Baxter Lane, Bampton

Remedial tree work along the lane.

Already approved by LDNPA.

c) 7/2018/3186 Old Forge, Bampton Grange CA10 2QR
Replacement of conservatory with two storey extension and new garage.

Comments had been sent.

115.9 Updates.
a) Notice boards.

The new board at the Memorial Hall would be erected when new stronger brackets had been made.

Complaints had been received from a parishioner about the accessibility of the board at Butterwick. Mr Campbell was already investigating.

b) Seat and bus shelter inspection.

Slates on the roof of the bus shelter at The Howes had been replaced.

The seats would be dealt with in the spring.

c) Willow tunnel at the playground.

Mr Dyke reported that he had done some work on it already and would carry on with it. Volunteer helpers would be welcome.

115.10 Risk management assessment.

The assessment carried out by the Clerk was discussed and finally accepted. She would notify the insurers that the council had taken over footway lights – all 9 in the parish – and the oak table in the playground.
It was decided that discussion re the time of year for the assessment and who should carry it out should be put on the next agenda.

There were no concerns but Ms Harmer thanked Mr Dyke for his work in facilitating the footpath extension which had been opened and was very good. The thanks were reiterated by the other councillors and would be mentioned in the newsletter.
